ENGL 102 Final: Personal Statement Peer Review and Reflection
 
The purpose of this assignment is to give you a final opportunity to fine-tune your revision and reflection skills. You are also provided the opportunity to participate in the UA-Cholla Service Learning Writing Partnership. This assignment will be completed in two parts.

Part One, The Peer Review: In this portion of the assignment you will use the peer review guidelines provided on the next page to revise the Personal Statements for UA Admissions that have been completed by a Cholla peer. Please write (legibly) or type your peer review comments onto a separate sheet of paper. You may write on the Personal Statement document but also write more detailed and elaborated upon comments on the separate sheet.   

Part Two, The Reflection: In this portion of the final you will write a 1-2 page letter addressed to your Cholla peer that reflects on the process you went through when writing your own Personal Statement for UA Admissions. Providing specific example from your statement would be particularly useful, however if you no longer have access to this document still think back on the steps you took to write this essay. The idea behind this whole assignment is that you successfully wrote a personal statement as is evidenced by your admittance and attendance as a student here and are thus well qualified to offer advice on the subject. Offer any advice, encouragement, and feedback to your Cholla peer that can in turn help him/her write a successful personal statement as well.
 
 
You want to write coherent, clearly organized, and fully developed feedback. In order to maintain a clear focus, keep your audience in mind. Remember your audience is a high school student. Be sure to consider your rhetorical situation, to decide on a clear purpose, and to use strategies that will be most persuasive with this audience.  In other words, your final exam should demonstrate what you’ve learned in the course about both revision and rhetorical analysis.  Of course you will use 1st person and draw upon your own experiences for your evidence.
 
Your final exam will be graded according to the following:
1)    Have you peer reviewed for clarity of expression?  Have you proofread?
2)      Is the separate sheet of peer review feedback well-organized and easy to follow?
3)      Are the ideas in your letter fully developed with specific evidence and convincing details? 
4)      Would the strategies in the letter address the needs of the intended audience?
