Autobiographical Email Assignment


In order to get you know your high school peer mentor, you will send him or her a brief email about yourself. This email will have three parts.

1. The body of the email (1-2 paragraphs) should say your name, year, major, and where you’re from. Include other biographical information as you choose:  interests, hobbies, loves, hates, info on family friends, pets, wishes, career plans, etc. 

2. Attached to the email (in .doc format) should be a 1000-word essay concerning:

a. What your high school experience was like (tell a story, similar to “What High School Is”)

b. Reflections on the differences between high school and college

c. What you wish you had known before coming to college. 

3. At the end of the body of the email, pose three questions to your mentee either about himself/herself or about his/her high school experience.

Be interesting and honest, but be appropriate in language and tone – use proper English and proofread.  As a mentor and role model to this student, it is your responsibility to be friendly, but also professional.
