Zine Checklist

In addition to meeting the requirements of the zine rubric, your zine should also include the following items.

**An “A” final will successfully include all of the following + meet the excellent criteria set forth in the rubric.
(Cover page

--A successful cover page will be visual and engaging.  It should clearly express the theme of the zine and be audience appropriate.

(Introductory framing

--If your zine was an essay this section would be the introduction that leads up a thesis statement.  The introductory may include one or more of the following (it is recommended that you include more than one of the following):

Editorial Page (a message to your audience from the zine creators regarding purpose, organization, and other rhetorical decisions)

Acknowledgements Page

Table of Contents

Preface

Formal Introduction (the Preface and the Formal Introduction may be used to justify they choices you made in creating your zine as well as make clear your purpose for writing)

**Which ever of the above that you choose to include your zine team MUST acknowledge the collaborative help of your service learning partners.  You must mention your partners by name in the zine regardless of whether or not they sent you any writing.  You may wish to provide some background information about these people and their contributions to your project. 

(Body pages

--These pages should be varied and should make productive use of white space.  If the zine were an academic essay, this section of your project would provide the evidence or examples of your theme’s main claims.  Every decision that you make in this section from graphic design to integration of written pieces should be intentional and justified.  Simply stringing together genres with no particular purpose in mind is not acceptable.  Your introductory framing should point to some of the decisions that you made in the body of your zine.
(Conclusion

--The conclusion may rearticulate the purpose of the zine and/or be a call for future contributions/projects/lines of inquiry.  The conclusion will point to the overall significance and importance of this project.

(Works Cited/End notes

--In order to achieve a grade of “C” or higher, your zine must have a works cited or end notes section.  You must cite all instances of borrowed materials using MLA citations.  You do not need to double-space this as in a research paper, but all relevant citation information is required.  You may use footnotes for easy reference of borrowed works.  This method is, in fact, recommended.
